APPLICATIONS FOR PRIMARY SCHOOL 

 
If your child is graduating from Banksia this year, you should 
have already begun applications for Primary School.  
 
Last term an information night was held for ‘Transitioning from 
Montessori to Mainstream’. The turn out was great and there 
were lots of friendly discussions amongst our families. Concerns 
were shared whilst Fleur and other staff did their best to  
respond to questions and ease some of the common worries. If 
you missed this session, feel free to speak with any of our staff 
for feedback.  
 
Families who are approaching government schools, please note 
that public schools have an obligation to fill from their local in-
take first BEFORE considering ‘out of  
boundary’ applications.  
 
We suggest, if you are an out of boundary applicant, you place 
your application as early as possible (the beginning of the year 
prior to your intended start date) and phone the school to find 
out more information on their Enrolment Process.

I’d like to thank all families for submitting their Notice of Intention Forms. Banksia Montessori School 
now has a more accurate idea of the number of places available for 2022 and onwards. Whether you 
are departing us this year or staying on, we value and appreciate your honesty in sharing your inten-
tions.
